259.  Clerk read letter of thanks from Mrs.C.Wroe for all the work done.

260.  Clerk confirmed that the war memorial was not on the Council’s insurance schedule.  Resolved that Clerk enquire how much additional premium would this entail.

XMAS CELEBRATIONS

261.  Clerk reported difficulty in contacting Hatherleigh Silver Band on their web site addresses, and had finally spoken to Mrs.M.Wonnacott confirming the bookings for 6th and 24th December.

262. Cllr.Winser had made additional xmas collection boxes and had distributed them to all shops.

263.  Xmas Eve celebrations – all arrangements were now in hand.

CAR PARK/PARKING ISSUES

264.  Mrs.C.Aubertin, WDBC and Cllr.J.McInnes would attend council meeting on 8th February.

Cllr.Abell circulated ideas for reducing costs of the running of the carpark for future consideration.

EVENTS CO-ORDINATOR

265.  Cllr.Abell reported as follows:-

a)  funding application decision had been deferred for the time being for further additional information to be submitted  in respect of:

· How the project would support local businesses

· How would the project be sustained after funding had ended

· Cash flow for the project

With regard to cash flow Cllr.Abell explained the difficulties and asked if the Council would be in a position to make a £6,000 loan which would be refunded after 2 years – this sum to be ring fenced strictly for the Co-ordinator project.  Following discussion on this point it was resolved that Clerk seek advise from DAPC and Cllr.Abell contact WDBC with a view to assistance from them.

MOOR MONUMENT

266.  Cllr Bater reported he had received cheque for £180 from the regiment for the painting of the monument railings.
