Minutes of Hatherleigh Town Council meeting held Tuesday 6th July 2010 7pm

The minutes of the meeting held 8th June, having been duly circulated, were signed by the Chairman as being a true and correct record.  Proposed Cllr.Bush seconded Cllr.Jacobs.  All agreed.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

77.  Car parking/parking issues (min.39 refers) awaiting reply from WDBC

78.  War memorial (min.41 refers) Cllr.Abell reported as follows:-

a)  grants of 50% costs available from War Memorial Trusts (English Heritage) Work covered would be repairing damage, specialist cleaning, improving lettering.  A strict method statement is required to be completed by professional specialist.

b)  The War memorial is not listed, therefore no planning permission required.

79.  Following the above information, Council resolved:-

a)  Chris Lock to be asked to give a quote for repair work

b)  Martin Cole to be asked to give quote for landscape work at the base of the memorial

c)  Cllr.Calkin would contact the local branch of the British Legion regarding funding of the project

d)  If  quote for work was less than £500 – such work to be authorised.  If figure over this amount Council would have to relook at outside funding.

80.  Moor View ditch (min.45 refers) WDBC reported as follows:-

a)  No. 31 Moor View – area of front garden bordering the hedge was conveyed from the council to no.31 in 1997

b)  area of land between hedge and no.72 is not registered.  This includes pathway, ditch, small trees and some grass and shrubs that are being maintained, presumably by no. 72.

c) WDBC no longer has any interest or authority over the land or boundary and cannot contribute to maintenance.

81.  Cllr.Bater had received different information from the Drainage Officer of WDBC a copy of 

which to be sent to the Clerk.

82.  Belvedere (min.50 refers) Cllr.Trenman to contact Mr.Balsdon as cheque still not presented.
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83.  Sheep statue (min.51 refers) repair work had commenced.  Cllr.Bush to discuss with Nat. West Bank about installing a cctv camera for the statue.

84.  Register of interests (min.68 refers) new registers received from Cllrs.Bush and Bater. Clerk to forward to WDBC.

a)  Hatherleigh Silver band – clerk handed copies to each Councillor a letter from the band regarding their appearance in the National Brass Band finals in Harrogate, representing the South West Region.  Resolved that grant of £500 be given towards their expenses.  Cllrs.Bush and Jacobs signed the cheque.

b)  Hatherleigh Festival – resolved that grant of £250 be given towards this years festival.  Cllrs.Bush and Jacobs signed the cheque.
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c)  Allotment expenses – following observations from members of the public, this minute is for clarification purposes.  No Councillors have received personal expenses  in connection with the allotments, any sums paid to any Councillor represents payments made by them on behalf of the Council.

ISLAND PARK PLAY FACILITIES

92.  Cllr.Bush reported that Playline had commenced modification work on the zip wire.

93.  Resolved that letter of thanks be sent to the Island Park Play Committee thanking them for all their hard work.

ALLOTMENTS

94.  Cllr.Abell reported:-

a)  problem with funding – an invoice from Madewell showed “prices include vat”.  New invoice required showing their vat number, and vat amount so that Council can reclaim such sum, or new invoice with removal of the vat statement.

b)  prices for polytunnels were being sought

c)  Cllr.Abell would check terms of the lease with regard to the 13th allotment

95.  Cllr.Bush reported that PC Hoar could supply some shed alarms.

NEW GRAVEYARD

96.  Cllr.Jacobs reported that the sub committee had met with Martin Cole. Agreed that the path should be 5ft wide, going only one third of the way down, and turning upwards.  This would enclose the new grave space area

MAINTENANCE/TRAFFIC ISSUES

97.  Councillors had had successful meeting with Highways looking at various issues, although no funding was available for any work.  Such meetings would now be arranged quarterly.

98.  M.Newcombe DCC Highways – reported on the “child warning lights”  They approved the idea, although no funding available.  Cost would be £2,500. DCC would make 50% contribution.

Cllr.Bater would inform Cllr.McInnes of the situation.

DOG FOULING

99.  Cllr.Bush would relocate Island Park dog bin to Park Road

100.  Council resolved as follows:-

a)  Not to hold a Mayors Event this year, inview of the introduction of our own Community Awards Evening

b)  Next year we would invite visiting mayors to such an award evening.

101.  Cllr.Bater reported as follows:-

a)  £1.5million saved working with South Hams

b)  Housing Core Strategy in limbo.  Local councils to be encouraged still to build.

c)  Road improvements at Hatherleigh Care Village to commence 10th September.

102.  Cllrs.Bush and Bater reported that the Ruby Run had been a great success.  Council congratulated Cllr.Abell in completing the course.
