39.  The Chairman introduced Ms.C.Aubertin from WDBC and a discussion took place on the continuing issues of carparking and congestion on the Town’s streets and yellow lining.  Main points to arise were as follows:-

a)  Town Council need to encourage residents to use the car park to elleviate the ongoing parking problems and congestion on the town’s narrow streets – resulting in large lorries, fire engines and ambulances being hampered.  Could residents be issued with “car parking permits”.  

CA replied: there is no overnight charge in any case in the carpark. Would take advise on the possibility of permits being made available “6pm – 10am including weekends”.

b)  Yellow lines –Cllrs. are nervous about yellow lines, what effect would they have on business?

CA replied: you would not give DCC a free rein on yellow lines, you would have to negotiate.  Perhaps dual action would be necessary – yellow lines/issue of car parking permits.

c)  other ideas could be limited waiting on streets, mark the pinch points.
d)  What would happen if Town Council purchased the carpark from WDBC.  CA replied:

· She would supply copies of running costs against income (only profitable by very small margin

· Resurfacing would cost approx £40,000 every 10/20 years.

· Valuation would be necessary – fee payable would be approx £300/£400

· Town Council would have to take over the responsibility of the road leading to the carpark


Recycling banks would still be emptied by WDBC

It was resolved that MsAubertin approach DCC on the various matters mentioned above and report back to the Town Council.

40.  Waste Collection – CA confirmed that as from Sept/Oct the garden waste service would be rolled out to all households.  When new lorries are in place, each household would have food/residual waste collected first week, and garden/food waste collected the 2nd week.

The Chairman thanked MsAubertin for her input and attendance at the meeting.

48.  Island Park litter bins (min. 19b refers)  WDBC had seen the bins and would arrange for them to be emptied.

b)  It is understood that the police have been unable or slow to speak to any of the named suspects.  Resolved that Cllr.Bater contact WDBC Lead Member for Crime on the matter.
