ALLOTMENTS

c)  Great Dartmoor Local Action Group had accepted minor changes in the set up of the allotments

f)  Some Cllrs had been asked about cost of setting up the allotments (some quoting £12,000)
for the benefit of ll people.  Cllr.Abell stressed that it was for 15 people and their families over a period of 99 years.  The Town Council were obliged to provide allotments when interest shown.
