ii) planning permission was refused for two dwellings. The subdivision of the one single dwelling was refused and subsequently lost on appeal.

iii) One car parking space has been lost with the new plan

iv) On referring to the site plan and os.map, the two areas of land highlighted are of different shapes.  The “extra” amenity space is questionable

Council cannot support this application for the following reasons:-

i) the massing, design and siting of the houses will be detrimental to the character and appearance of the conservation area

ii) highway issues – roads are inadequate in respect of width and alignment and the junction is dangerous.  There is no pavement for use by pedestrians and the highway in questions forms part of the “cycle route” and is very well used

iii) invasion of privacy and overlooking will be an issue by the very fact that there are so many windows in the rear of the properties

iv) drainage/sewage – on looking at the plans there does not appear to be space for the soakaways ie. 5 metres from any building

v) other planning applications in this area have been turned down for highway reasons

vi) the traffic survey was carried out during school holidays and quiet times of the day.  It should have been conducted weekdays between 8am – 9am to get a true picture.
